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Castle Country Assisted Living wins two awards for excellence in senior care out 6/23

CASTLE ROCK—June 23, 2009—Castle Country Assisted Living (www.castlecountryassistedliving.org), a 501(c) (3) nonprofit, serving seniors in Douglas County since 1989, was recognized with two awards for excellence in the industry. The awards were announced at the Colorado Association of Homes and Services for the Aging’s (www.cahsa.org) Fifth Annual Quality First Awards ceremony in Vail earlier this month.

Castle Country was recognized in the category of Governance Accountability for its strategic planning process and in the category of Community Involvement for its intergenerational landscape. 

In September of 2006, Castle Country adopted a new and highly successful way to complete strategic planning. It was a unique, fun, energetic and focused process involving the creation of a visual map used to capture the hopes, dreams, plans, outcomes and actions from the planning meeting. The map serves as a historical reference, a tool to celebrate accomplishments and facilitate ongoing planning to maintain accountability. The excitement generated by the process and the results it has achieved, including improve employee retention and recruiting, demonstrate the effectiveness of their strategic planning process. 

In the summer for 2007, Castle Country began working with Butterfly Landscape of Castle Rock to develop an intergenerational landscape at Valley House. The vision for this unique and innovative project is to transform the native space at Valley House into an easily accessible and inviting area where residents and their families can enjoy spending time together. This intergenerational garden will be accessible and utilized by Castle Country’s residents, families, friends, and the Douglas County community. There will be several distinct areas to the design including a walkway, gazebo, semi-private “Kissing Corner,” a children’s play area, space for games, a garden and an orchard.

These awards were part of CAHSA’s Quality First program, a voluntary program senior living communities nationwide have undertaken to enhance excellence in aging services.
