The Colorado Association of Homes and 

Services for the Aging Backs Referenda C & D 

DENVER—September 12, 2005—The Colorado Association of Homes and Services for the Aging (CAHSA), the state’s largest nonprofit organization representing providers of services to the elderly, has formally endorsed Referenda C & D, measures that will be voted on in a statewide ballot November 1. CAHSA is also supporting the Colorado Walk, a statewide walk and voter educational campaign by supporters of C & D.

Referenda C & D are linked measures pertaining to the state budget. Referendum C would lift state spending limits for five years, allowing the state to retain and dedicate $3.1 billion toward essential health care, educational and transportation projects. Referendum D allows the state to issue bonds to pay for these improvements. 


“Our board and members believe Referenda C & D are critical to the future of aging services in Colorado,” said Laura Landwirth, Executive Director of CAHSA. “With Colorado’s population aging and with the need for aging services growing, the state must proactively develop an infrastructure for quality, adequately funded senior services. These measures are essential for funding necessary housing and home- and community-based long-term care services in Colorado.”

CAHSA is demonstrating their support of the Referenda by participating in and sponsoring one day of the Colorado Walk, a grassroots nonpartisan effort to pass C & D. The Colorado Walk began on September 3 and includes supporters of C & D walking the breadth of Colorado to register and inform voters of the measures. CAHSA is an official sponsor of the Colorado Walk on September 13, with board members participating in the walk and offering drinks and food for walkers during the day.  

C & D have been endorsed by most key Colorado nonprofit organizations, including Colorado Counties Inc., which represents all 64 state counties, Colorado Municipal League and the Colorado Nonprofit Association. CAHSA urges its members to support the campaign and invest in Colorado’s future by adopting an official Statement of Resolution in support of these measures.
